1. Caribou- Studies Inconclusive for Hydro Power development and should be included in the cumulative impact assessment for the Gah Cho Tue Project
2. Winter Road for the Diamond Mines is doing a lot of damage to migration, mitigation measures must be addressed

3. Pros and Cons of the Taltson River Hydro, must be included in the EIS
4. Forage – CO2 emissions, sucked up by the lichen, 30 miles to the west out from current mines caribou won’t eat lichen within these areas.

5. DeBeers Canada must use high quality diesel fuel instead of cheap diesel.
6. All types of air crafts landing on the lake, must be addressed in terms of reference and EIS
7. Regular vehicles, tractor trailers, loaders, staff vehicles what impact will this have on the lake and area?
8. Waste rock, acid rock drainage must be separate issues and should be monitored and contained individually.
9. End pits could affect ground water, ground water is always moving. What is in the Terms of Reference for underground water hydrology?
10. Fish habitat alterations, lower of the lake is going to alter the habitat alteration or could get dirt and choke out eggs, exposed kimberlitic also needs to be monitored
11. Ammonia nitrate must be contained and regulated. Caribou may eat ammonia nitrate. Bio hazardous materials

12. Run off from the roads must be regulated, DL-10 Bio degradable, environmentally friendly.
13. Water quality control system must be in place to compare the changing trends within the mining activity on water, air, fish and wildlife quality.
14. Dewatering the water fluctuating is going to start eroding the sediments and creating all kinds of dirt, cut back volume out take cause it was having an affect on the fish.(clarity of water)

15. Restocking of lakes and the genetic integrity of the species. Water chemistry may be different.

16. Ensure that DKFN people benefit from this development
