Parks Canada recommends the Mackenzie Valley Environmental Impact Review Board continue to give the Canadian Parks and Wilderness Society (CPAWS) status as a “party” and “intervener”.  CPAWS represents a large number of interested public and including them as a party is in part fulfilling the purposes of Part 5 of the Mackenzie Valley Resource Management Act 114 (c) “to ensure that the concerns of aboriginal people and the general public are taken into account in that process”.
